
PACKING

Download your packing list found under “Forms & Documents” in your CampInTouch account. 
An extra comfort item or two is ok, but please try to stick to your packing list as closely as possible.

Pack your bags! 
One Checked Bag: Either a backpacking pack or a duffel bag (this is specified on your packing list).
One Carry-On Bag: Day pack/small backpack. Be sure to pack things like medications, your toiletry 
kit, water, snacks, chapstick, and maybe even an extra set of clothes in your carry-on bag in the case 
that your checked bag is delayed.
One Small Duffel (if needed): If you can’t fit everything in the 2 bags above, you can bring an 
additional duffel!

Add the WA phone number (307-733-2122) to your child’s phone. While all WA programs are 
device-free, we do advise students travel with a phone in the case of travel hiccups. We will collect 
and store all electronic devices (phones, smart watches, e-readers, etc.) upon arrival. 
Digital cameras or GoPros are welcome and encouraged!

PREPARING FOR DEPARTURE

Wear your 2026 WA t-shirt on travel day. Everyone in your group (including your Trip Leaders) will 
be wearing the same shirt, making it easier to find your peers! NOTE: If you live outside of the United 
States, your Trip Leaders will have your t-shirt for you upon your arrival. 

Add contact information to your luggage tags. These tags help in the case of a lost bag, and the 
bright color helps Trip Leaders identify WA luggage. Place one on your checked bag and one on 
your carry-on bag. Prioritize tagging your checked luggage, using extra tags for your carry-on bag.

Break in your hiking boots. Spend some time breaking in your hiking boots! This is essential to avoid 
blisters and set yourself up for comfort.

Complete all paperwork under “Forms & Documents” in your CampInTouch account.

Download and review your itinerary found under “Forms & Documents” in your CampInTouch 
account. Note when you can expect photo updates in the far right column of your itinerary. While it 
doesn’t occur often, if we are unable to upload photos due to a lack of cell service, you will receive a 
written update instead.

One week prior to your trip’s start date, download the Wilderness Adventures App. You will receive 
instructions on how to access this about one week before your trip. Please do not attempt to join 
the app before you receive these instructions along with the required 2026 registration code. Photo 
updates will be shared via the WA App during the summer.

Ensure that you have informed us of any dietary restrictions and/or food allergies.

Book your travel within your assigned window. Please try to book your flight within the window of 
time stated on your travel Information sheet (found under “Forms & Documents” in your CampInTouch 
account). If you are unable to find a flight within that window, please contact us before booking!
